Il. RECESSED CEILING MOUNT

1. De-energize the circuit where the exit sign / exit
light will be installed.

2. Extend unswitched 24 hour AC supply of rated
voltage to junction box that will be used for
connection of equipment.

3. Install recessed housing above ceiling line and
secure using supplied hanger bars or by other
means, as deemed appropriate. Connect conduit to
supply access plate provided on recessed housing.
